Newcastle Slot Racing Club

Club Constitution
1.
Name

The Club shall be called the “Newcsatle Slot Racing Club”, (Hereinafter referred to as the Club) and be affiliated with BSCRA (British Slot Car Racing Association). The Venue of the club shall be known as Raceway 81.
2.
Objectives
The main objective of the club is to provide the facilities and equipment that will foster and promote slot car racing of all types in the North east area to both members of the club and the local community at large by:

· Finding suitable premises or leases for the operation of the Club. For this the Executive Committee will have the power to enter into leases and bind members as regards the leases. The venue will be called “Raceway 81”
· Provide a suitable Slot Car Track to enable racing to be held

· Organizing regular Club nights and various Club Championships
· Organizing events to promote the sport to the public
· Traveling to other clubs and participate in race meetings including national and international races

· Carry out fund raising and further promotion by offering organised events to other groups, organizations or individuals within the North East area

· Undertake other activities incidental or conductive to the furtherance of these objectives

3.
Membership
Membership will be open to any individual or family groups. The club encourages regular attendees to become members, so that they may contribute to the club in the fullest possible way.
3.1
The membership shall consist of categories defined at the annual general meeting and published on the club website:
The Standard Racing Subscription, paid by direct debit will cover all weekly racing during the period for the various club Championships.

Visiting racers will pay a race fee per visit as determined by the Executive Committee.

Membership fees for Novice racer events will paid per visit and be determined by the Executive Committee.
3.2
Members in standard racing categories shall pay Membership fees monthly as fixed at each Annual General Meeting. The Club in General Meeting may also ask Members to contribute to the funds of the Club by way of a special levy.
3.3
All members joining the Club shall be deemed to accept the terms of this Constitution and any bye-laws from time to time adopted by the Club.
3.4
Any person seeking to join the Club shall submit an application to the Executive Committee. Members shall be admitted by the Executive Committee. Membership is open to all and no application for membership will be refused on other than reasonable grounds. There will be no discrimination on grounds of race, occupation, sex or religious, political or other opinion.
3.5
The income from the club shall be solely used for furthering the objectives of the club and no other purpose
3.6
Where the Club is involved with the ownership of goods, enters into leases or contract agreements for the provision of services, then the authorized signatory or signatories sign on behalf of the current list of paid up members.
3.7 
Any liabilities that arise fall severely with all club members registered at the date of the liability.
4.
Management
4.1
The affairs of the Club shall be conducted by the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee will consist of the following posts which are held for a duration of one year. 

· Club Chairperson

· Club Treasurer 

· Club Secretary
4.2
All Executive Committee members must be Members of the Club.
4.3
The Executive Committee shall have full power to deal with all matters relating to the Club not reserved to a General Meeting in terms of this Constitution, including power to make public and enforce such bye-laws as the Committee feel necessary to govern the activities of the Club (including bye-laws relating to discipline).
4.4
Signing on behalf of the Club. The Treasurer, plus either the Chairperson or Secretary shall be required to sign agreements as stated in 3.6. and any financial transactions, excluding cheques and day to day expenditure by debit card which may be signed singly by the Treasurer or Secretary. The Constitution shall be signed by the Chairperson and Secretary and shall be re-signed following any amendments.

5.
General Meetings
5.1
A General Meeting of the club will take place annually at which time following items will be considered:
· Approve the minutes of the previous year’s AGM.

· Receive reports from the Chairman and Secretary.

· Receive a report from the Treasurer and approve the Annual Accounts.

· Receive a report from those responsible for certifying the Club’s accounts.

· Elect the Executive Committee.

· Appoint someone responsible for certifying the Club’s accounts.

· Fix the subscription for the ensuing year.

· Consider changes to the Constitution.

· Review and consider any bye-laws.

· Deal with other relevant business.

5.2
Extraordinary General Meeting

An Extraordinary General Meeting shall be called by an application in writing to the Secretary supported by at least 20% of the members of the Club. The Executive Committee shall also have the power to call an Extraordinary General Meeting by decision of a simple majority of its Members. The Extraordinary General Meeting will only discuss the items raised by the members at the time of their request for said meeting.

5.3
A quorum for the Annual General Meeting shall be reached if there are two officers of the club and 5 paid up members present.
5.4    All racers who race at the club are welcome to attend the Annual general Meeting and join in discussions, however, voting on any motions may only be conducted by Full members (those who pay a full membership by direct debit).
6.
Finance and accounts

6.1
The financial year shall run from 1st January to 31st December each year.
6.2
The Treasurer shall be responsible for the preparation of Annual Accounts of the Club.
6.3
The Accounts shall be certified by an appropriate independent person elected annually at the Annual General Meeting.

7.
Bye Laws

The Executive Committee shall agree a set of bye laws to which all Members must adhere to. 
7.1 The Club will adopt and adhere to the BSCRA Child Protection Policy and any amendments thereof.
8.
Dissolution
In the event of the club being dissolved the assets off the club (money) remaining after settlement of all debts and liabilities shall not be paid or distributed among members but shall be given or transferred to a recognized charitable organization(s) having similar objects to those of the club.
